YEAR 10 BRIARS RESIDENTIAL (Fri 29th April – Sun 1st May 2022)





As you will be aware, the Y9 trip to Briars in 2020 was not able to go ahead due to the pandemic. I am now in a position to inform you that we have booked a weekend residential at The Briars for Y10. The trip will take place over a weekend as opposed to the traditional full week, and this will mean that overall costs will be reduced. 





The Briars is a residential retreat centre in Crich, near Matlock. (If you wish to find out more about the Briars then please visit their website (� HYPERLINK "http://www.ndcys.com" �www.ndcys.com�)) Many of you will already be familiar with the work done by the Briars team through either your Parish or the experience of older children. The Y10 residential will be from Friday 29th April 2022, leaving in the morning, and returning at 2:30pm on Sunday 1st May 2022. Parents will need to collect their children from the school car park. The cost will be £140, which will cover the cost of the weekend. This includes: full board, transport to and from the Briars, a full programme run by the Briars team and a day of teambuilding activities run by a company called Acclimbatize. Places on the retreat are limited to 50 and will be allocated on a first come, first served basis, based on those pupils who bring their completed consent forms into school. Forms need to be returned to the school office by Friday 28th January 2022.





Once places have been confirmed, a deposit of £70 will be required to secure the place. The final outstanding balance will be due by 25th March.

● Toiletries and a towel/s, ● Pyjamas & slippers/indoor shoes,● Warm clothing including hat and gloves, ● Waterproof coat & trousers, ● outdoor shoes/boots (suitable for walking in, these may get muddy), ● Spending money for snacks & souvenirs in the tuck shop.
