Knowledge Mat: GCSE HISTORY

Key Knowledge for Year 10 in History

Term 1: The People’s Health

The course traces the way that public health has developed in Britain and
studies the characteristic features of life in Britain across the ages.

Term 2: The Elizabethans

Pupils focussing on the complexity of Elizabethan society and how and why
historians have interpreted the same events and developments differently.

Term 3: History Around Us

Pupils engage in a study of the Crescent in Buxton. This provides a valuable
approach to studying history, helps students to find a connection with
people’s lives in the past and encourages an interest in the historic
environment.

Key Knowledge for Year 11 in History

Term 1: The Making of America

The course focuses on a wider world society and an unfolding story of the
changing relationships between cultures, individuals and groups at a time
of great upheaval in America’s history.

Term 2: Living Under Nazi Rule

This encourages pupils to engage with many rich, contemporary sources
and the different experiences and interpretations of the people who lived
through Nazi Rule and the historians who have constructed their history.

Term 3: Revision

This is an opportunity for pupils to develop their revision and examination
skills in preparation for their final exams
